This study employs data from both kindergarten cohorts of the Early Childhood
Longitudinal Study (n 12,450 in 1998; n 11,000 in 2010) to assess whether associations
between preschool participation and children’s academic and behavioral outcomes—
both at school entry (Mage = 5.6 years in both cohorts) and through third grade—have
changed over time. Findings are strikingly similar across these two, nationally
representative, U.S. cohorts: preschool is positively associated with academic outcomes
and negatively associated with behavioral outcomes both at school entry and as
children progress through school. Heterogeneity is documented with respect to child
and preschool characteristics. However, there is no evidence that associations
between preschool and medium-term child outcomes differ by elementary school
characteristics.

Although previous research has elaborated on the ways that students can learn from
giving or receiving feedback, few qualitative classroom-based studies have examined
the ways that students can learn (or not learn) from acting as both a reviewer and a
receiver in a feedback group. This qualitative case study focused on the peer
feedback experiences and practices of five groups of Chinese EFL university students
and explored their perceptions of learning from giving and receiving feedback and the
factors that meditated their learning. Data were collected from multiple sources,
including drafts of essays, peer feedback, semi-structured interviews, video recordings
of peer feedback activities and stimulated recall sessions. The findings showed that the
participants perceived different levels of learning from giving and receiving peer
feedback and displayed four distinct patterns of value placement: benefit from both
giving and receiving feedback, benefit from receiving feedback only, benefit from
neither giving nor receiving feedback and benefit from giving feedback only. The
participants’ learning was mediated by four factors: engagement with evaluation
criteria, motivation for peer feedback, within-group differences in writing ability and
group dynamics. Situated in an authentic L2 writing context at the tertiary level, this
study provides insights into the ways that students learn from (or do not learn from)
giving and receiving feedback and the potential factors that promote or limit students’
learning from the reciprocal peer feedback process.

Objectives-based instructional design approaches break down tasks into specific
learning objectives and prescribe that instructors should choose the optimal
instructional method for teaching each respective objective until all objectives have
been taught. This approach is appropriate for many tasks where there is little relation
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between the objectives, but less effective for teaching complex professional tasks that
require the integration of knowledge, skills, and attitudes and the coordination of
different skills. For the latter, a task-centred approach that starts designing instruction
from whole, real-life tasks, is more appropriate. This article describes one task-centred
instructional design model, namely the Four-Component Instructional Design (4C/ID)
model and illustrates its application by reflecting on three educational programs in
higher education designed with 4C/ID. The first case presents a design for a course that
focuses on the development of mobile apps at the Amsterdam University of Applied
Sciences in the Netherlands. The second case illustrates the integration of information
problem-solving skills at Iselinge University of Professional Teacher Education, a teacher
training institute in the Netherlands. The third case is an example from general practice
education at the KU Leuven, Belgium.

The idea of progress has
since taken a back seat to the quest for innovation which saves time, space and
reduces aims to short term performance objectives. However, marked by the
technologism and productivism of the 20th century, the idea of innovation has also
absorbed the new principles of sustainability and responsibility which have imposed
themselves upon engineering research and activities in a henceforth internationalised
world. It is within this context that engineer training institutions have sought to counter
the injunctions to innovation and the stresses and strains that they produce. Based on
three studies carried out in Europe and in several developing countries in North Africa
and South East Asia, this article examines the curricula the institutions have
implemented in order to observe current trends in innovation training initiatives in
relation to locally-perceived expectations and requirements. We have observed that
technologism and productivism, which are still very present in the principles which
guide European engineer training, are in competition with the principles of low-cost
engineering which satisfies user requirements and respects environmental constraints.
As for the pedagogical initiatives, the phenomena of standardisation and
commodification of higher education have led to the development of active learning
(projects, problem-based learning, fablabs, etc.). However, studies demonstrate that
pedagogical orientation depends on how innovation is conceptualised and varies
according to the scale of the educational institutions. A closer examination of the
concepts of innovation reveals the epistemological issues concerning the way the
engineering problems have been constructed.

We documented overall positive
employment outcomes. Students earned a higher hourly wage (Hypothesis 1),
improved their work status (Hypothesis 2), and improved their work term (Hypothesis 3)
after their schooling compared to before their schooling, whether or not the student
earned a degree or certificate. We also documented that wage increases were
positively related to the degree to which participants’ job is related to their field of
study. These results are consistent with the intended industry-specific curriculum of CTE
programs: California. Community College students receive positive employment
outcomes from the training they receive in their CTE program.

It seems obvious that these technological
developments will affect higher education institutions with increasing intensity. For years,
there has been a vivid discussion on the IT competences, which need to be developed
by students in order to face emerging technology changes. To tackle the question
regarding industry expectations towards future engineers, in this article a remote
laboratory at a German university is analysed to identify potentials for future-oriented
teaching and learning in the light of the required competences for “Working 4.0”.
Current scientific studies and industry agendas about Working 4.0 competences are
identified, connected learning objectives are derived and the focused remote
laboratory is linked to these objectives. As a result, it can be shown that this educational
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setting has the potential to reflect the complexity of Working 4.0. However, the results
also show that the examined laboratory addresses only some of the competences in
the context of Industry 4.0. Furthermore, it is argued in how far industry demands serve
as the only basis for educational development efforts. The scientific studies and the
industry agenda offer a limited and more political perspective on educational
development. Nevertheless, based on the research in this article, it can be argued that
remote labs (and online labs in general) have the potential to lift traditional laboratory-
based engineering education to a modern engineering education 4.0.

This study attempts to guide the development of pharmacy mentors by investigating
postgraduates’ and mentors’ perceptions regarding the importance of mentor
competence. We interviewed 20 experts from the Army Medical University of China to
identify items representing mentor competence and used these items to prepare a
questionnaire. Then, we conducted an exploratory factor analysis of the responses of
216 pharmacy mentors and postgraduates from 8 universities in Western China
concerning the importance of many aspects of mentor competence. Six dimensions
(research competence, educational competence, supportive competence,
communication competence, academic achievement, and professional knowledge)
were identified by the factor analysis, which showed an internal consistency reliability
ranging from 0.83 to 0.92 and explained 67.12% of the total variance. The results of this
study are useful for evaluating pharmacy mentor competences at universities.

We investigate assortative mating on education using a sample of couples from the
Health and Retirement Study. We estimate a reduced-form linear matching function,
which links wife’s education to husband’s education and both wife’s and husband’s
unobservable characteristics. Using OLS we find that an additional year in husband’s
education is associated with an average increase in wife’s education of 0.4 years. To
deal with omitted variable bias due to unobservable characteristics, we use a measure
of genetic propensity (polygenic score) for husband’s education as an instrumental
variable. Assuming that our instrument is valid, our 2SLS estimate suggests that an
additional year in husband’s education increases wife’s education by about 0.5 years.
Since greater genetic propensity for educational attainment has been linked to a
range of personality and cognitive skills, we allow for the possibility that the exclusion
restriction is violated using the plausible exogenous approach by Conley et al. (2012).
‘True’ assortativeness on education cannot be ruled out, as long as one standard
deviation increase in husband’s genetic propensity for education directly increases
wife’s education by less than 0.2 years.

This paper introduces a new approach to measurement using existing public data, and
applies it to build a management index covering 15,000 schools across 65 countries,
and another index covering nearly all public schools in Brazil. Both indices show a
strong, positive relationship between school management and student learning. The
paper then develops a simple model that formalizes the intuition that strong
management practices might be driving learning gains via incentive and selection
effects among teachers, students and parents. The paper shows that the predictions of
this model hold in public data for Latin America, and draws out implications for policy.

In our paper, we would like to compare the higher education admission systems of two
neighboring Central European countries, those of Hungary and Slovakia. We found this
comparison particularly interesting because, in Slovakia, most universities admit
applicants without an entrance exam, based on their grades from high school
(sometimes even without taking into account school leaving exam results). Universities
define their admission re-quirements themselves and make decisions on which of the
applicants they wish to give an opportunity to locally. There are no central quotas
defined. A given student who applies to 3 universities might get 3 different results in the
respective application processes and theoret-ically can parallelly get accepted by
several institutions. In such a case, in Slovakia, the stu-dent concerned must make the
decision where to study in the possession of the exact infor-mation about his choices.In
contrast, Hungary has a centralized admission system under which high school students
are admitted to the higher education system via a transparent points system. The
number of points is calculated based on study points (a maximum of 200 points), school
leaving exam points (a maximum of 200 points) and additional points (a maximum of
100 points). Under this system, students must define which institution they would prefer
as early as the time of application; if they are accepted, they cannot change the
priorities afterwards.We were seeking to find out what differences arise in the number of
students accepted into a university as a result of the application of these two systems.
To find out, we have assessed data from the given academic years about the number
of students who finished high school and the number of those who were accepted into
one of the higher education institutions. We used data from the Central Statistical
Office (Hungary), the Ministry of Education (Slo-vakia) and Eurostat.

The Rasch Model (RM) for ordinal data and
graphical loglinear Rasch models (GLLRM) were used with data from 1,552 technical
and psychology university students. After elimination of item 6 the two subscales were
found each to fit a GLLRM. However, lack of conditional independence of the items
(LD) and equal item functioning (DIF) were found. The findings point to the need for
further construct validity studies of the PSS-10 subscales focusing on the issues of DIF and
LD.

Students with more positive intergroup
contact attitudes (ICA) were most likely to be friends with similarly minded students.
Students with more positive ICA were less likely to select friends of the same
race/ethnicity than those with less positive ICA. Finally, students’ ICA became more
similar to their friends’ ICA over time. Results implicate school-level norms and
contagion in students’ ICA.

International large-scale assessments (ILSAs) transitioned from paper-based assessments
to computer-based assessments (CBAs) facilitating the use of new item types and more
effective data collection tools. This allows implementation of more complex test designs
and to collect process and response time (RT) data. These new data types can be used
to improve data quality and the accuracy of test scores obtained through latent
regression (population) models. However, the move to a CBA also poses challenges for
comparability and trend measurement, one of the major goals in ISLAs. We provide an
overview of current methods used in ILSAs to examine and assure the comparability of
data across different assessment modes and methods that improve the accuracy of
test scores by making use of new data types provided by a CBA.

This article aims at explaining the emergence and magnitude of student protests in
Chile in 2011 and in Quebec in 2012. These two societies witnessed unprecedented
levels of student mobilization that cannot be accounted for simply by pointing out
existing resources and political cultures. Although the latter did play a role in shaping
the mobilization - insofar as in both Chile and Quebec the student movement is well
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organized, is composed of dense networks of formal as well as informal organizations
and has been characterized by contentious practices for a long time - they cannot
alone explain the timing and the duration of the 2011-2012 protests. The authors thus
propose to treat organizational resources and political culture as initial conditions and
draw on the work of McAdam, Tarrow and Tilly to focus on three processes that were
critical in determining the growth and trajectory of the conflict: (1) mediation, as a
result of communication and coalition work among student organizations and the
emergence of new collectives that redefined past lines of division; (2) polarization, as a
result of both a closed structure of political opportunities and a radicalization of student
demands; and (3) spillover, as student movements extended beyond initial issues and
goals and fostered other mobilizations. These three processes did not evolve in
sequence but instead in parallel, conditioning one another. By showing that similar
mechanisms can generate relatively similar effects in different contexts, this study
contributes to assessing their robustness. Furthermore, by comparing a case from the
Global North with one from the Global South the study contributes to making social
movement studies less parochial.

The rise of economic injustice protests during the Great Recession era - i.e. against
economic inequality, flawed democracy, and austerity — begs the question whether
the social and political divisions underlying protest behavior have changed. Iceland
offers a microcosm for studying such changes. Since the crisis struck, huge protests
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against economic injustice have emerged repeatedly, providing an opportunity to
study how protest behavior has changed during the cascading crisis, that is, a crisis that
started in finance but then led to recession, austerity, and political crisis. This article uses
survey data obtained in Iceland before the crisis, and during two protest waves
emerging at different stages of the crisis, that is, during the 2008-2009 financial crisis,
and during the 2016 ‘Panama Papers leak’. The author finds that economic
vulnerability, perceptions of flawed democracy, and political centrism emerged as
predictors of protest behavior during the crisis. But the role of ‘new social movements’
allegiance seems to diminish in the later stage of the crisis. The study supports broad
theses about changes in popular protest, yet it illustrates the need to embed the work in
a given (evolving) social context.

The main objective of this article is to define a typology of students enrolled in
intermediate vocational education and training programmes in Spain. Students were
first placed in groups based on various factors related to engagement. Then, their
sociodemographic characteristics were analysed. Finally, the intentions of dropping out
were considered in each of the groups. The results obtained describe a typology of
students consisting of five groups with different levels of engagement. Each of the
groups is associated with distinct sociodemographic characteristics and shows notable
differences with regards to intentions of leaving their studies. The results of this research
can serve to detect and prevent drop-outs that take place at this level by identifying
at-risk profiles and creating more adequate approaches and interventions.

Recent trends in higher education financing have increased students’ need to borrow
to afford college. This brief examines how federal student loan borrowing has changed
from 2000 to 2016 by student race/ethnicity using logistic regression analysis and data
from the National Postsecondary Student Aid Study (NPSAS). We find that the odds of
borrowing have diverged over time across racial and ethnic subgroups even after
controlling for institutional sector and students’ financial circumstances. This divergence
in student loan borrowing has important implications for policymakers and researchers
interested in closing racial gaps in college access and success.

Do transit-oriented development (TOD) programs cause people to drive more by
displacing poorer households from transit-rich neighborhoods? We analyzed the
California Household Travel Survey and the Nationwide Household Travel Survey along
with selected Census data and found that higher income households reduce vehicle
miles traveled (VMT) more when living in TODs than do poorer households. Results from
controlled analysis were similar. In addition, gentrifying neighborhoods near rail stations
in California have usually become more densely populated in the last two decades.
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Thus, in many cases, the likely net effect of gentrification has been regional reductions
in VMT. But gentrification-induced displacement without densification will likely increase
VMT.

This article analyses the 2015 student mobilizations in South Africa (SA), which arose in
opposition to a 10% hike in tuition fees planned for 2016 at the University of
Witwatersrand (WITS) and spurred a massive student reaction across all the universities
of the country. After only 10 days of mobilization, the protest, also known as
#FeesMustFall by virtue of the most popular Twitter hashtag associated with it,
succeeded in halting the hike. How and why did the protesters win? To answer this
guestion, this study combined various qualitative methods of analysis. The author
carried out in-depth interviews with all the relevant actors involved in the issue, and
analysed documents relating to the movement elaborated by the students in the year
of the protest (2015), as well as the main policy documents on higher education in post-
apartheid South Africa (1994-2016) released by the government. The author argues
that massive and disruptive student protests play a crucial role in ‘young’ democracies,
as is the case of today’s South Africa, in which higher education is still considered an
important societal issue, and university-level students a legitimate political actor. Where
students are perceived as a legitimate element of the political system, it is more likely
for them to have an impact on society.

UK students’ desire to create disruptive, media-friendly ‘events’ during the 2010-11
protests against fees and cuts is reflective of wider cycles and processes in student
activism history. First, constant cohort turnover restricts students’ ability to convert
campaigns into durable movements, necessitating that they must periodically ‘start
from scratch’. This informs a second process, namely the need to gain the attention of
mainstream media, as this can potentially amplify students’ grievances far beyond their
own organizational capacities. Both have shaped student activism over the past 50
years, compelling contemporary students to create protest events that live up to their
radical history. These processes were evident in autumn 2010, when an NUS
demonstration saw students attack and briefly occupy Conservative Party
headquarters at 30 Milbank. The protest’s mass mediation was central to activists’
‘eventing’ processes, and provided the spark for the radical UK-wide campaign that
followed. Yet once the fees bill was passed by Parliament, students’ dependency on
mainstream media cycles was quickly exposed. With ‘mediatization’ tendencies having
dogged student activism since the 1960s, this article argues that creating ‘events’
epitomizes students’ longstanding strengths and limitations as society’s ‘incipient
intelligentsia’.

Transit-oriented development (TOD) often raises land values and can promote
gentrification and the displacement in low-income communities. Little research,
however, has shown how communities have organized to fight for more equitable TOD
processes and outcomes within particular metropolitan contexts and dynamics of
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neighborhood change. This case study examines the role of neighborhood-based
advocacy and organizing in fighting for equitable TOD and tackling key political and
planning challenges in a predominantly Latinx immigrant inner-ring suburb. Their
successes show the strengths of community-based, cross-sector coalitions in generating
more equitable and inclusive TOD processes, plans, and policies that target conditions
of place-based precatrity.

We examine the effect of the expansion of charter schools on socioeconomic
segregation in American public education. Using a district-level panel data set from
1998 to 2015, we describe and model changes in within-district segregation of low-
income students, proxied by free-lunch eligibility (FLE). We show that the segregation of
FLE students from non-FLE students increased by about 15% in large school districts and
find that charter school penetration and growth played a role in increasing
socioeconomic segregation within districts. We estimate that a one standard deviation
increase in charter enrollment rates increases the dissimilarity index in a district by 6% of
a standard deviation. Although this impact is modest, we do find that segregation is
more pervasive in the charter sector. So, continued growth of charter schools could
exacerbate socioeconomic segregation.

This article proposes a narrative approach to studying ‘risk’. A narrative approach
moves away from common attempts to identify individuals ‘at risk’ of social problems
on the basis of static characteristics - risks — that are assumed to have uniform ‘effects’
on individuals. Instead, a narrative approach to analysing ‘risk’ entails a focus on how
people make consequential links between events in their lives. By focusing on three
cases from a qualitative study in Denmark the article analyses how young people who
have extensive experience with ‘risky’ practices — mainly drug use — make sense of
these experiences. A particular focus on imagined futures produces two types of
insights. First, by analysing how past and present experiences are seen by young people
themselves as pointing towards their imagined futures, the article demonstrates how
seemingly similar events (risk-taking experiences) can be inscribed in very different
future narratives. Second, analysing the process of imagining futures illuminates how the
participants see themselves in the world, to what extent they see themselves as agents
in their own lives and if their futures are seen as within or beyond their control.

Students have a long history of protesting the introduction or rise of tuition fees.
However, political parties do not often endorse their demands. Even the centre-left,
which is known for its redistributive policies, does not necessarily ally itself with the
student opposition to fees. In this article, the author focuses on the impact of social
movement-organised labour alliances on the opposition of political parties to
government policy. The author argues that such alliances have a unique impact on
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centre-left parties, especially in relation to non-labour issues. Two examples of this
alliance are presented, emerging from the quite different political contexts of Germany
and Turkey. In Germany, student movements failed to block the introduction of tuition
fees in 2006. However, in 2008-2011, after students established a deeper alliance with
organised labour, tuition fees were scrapped. In Turkey, student movements had been
protesting tuition fees for a quarter of a century before an alliance with labour gained
the support of social democrats in 2011. These case studies suggest that labour-
movement alliances are effective in shifting social democratic politics in higher
education policy because of labour’s experience and know-how in alliance building
with centre-left parties and the student mobilisation’s potential to make tuition fees an
electoral issue cross-cutting party allegiances. This finding suggests that scholars need
to take the degree of engagement in opposition alliances into account, in addition to
union density, in order to more accurately measure the political power of organised
labour. This point has implications for analysing a variety of policy outcomes in policy
areas exposed to permanent austerity measures.

This article explores how senses of belonging, place, and mobility are linked to each
other in the context of rapid socio-political change and human mobility. Using the
sociological concept of place-belongingness, the article examines narratives of
belonging among young people from Crimea who moved to Moscow to pursue higher
education in the two years following Russia’s 2014 annexation of the peninsula. Drawing
on 38 biographical interviews conducted in Moscow with young people from Crimea,
the article demonstrates how ‘movements of borders across people’ (to build on
Rogers Brubaker’s expression) result in a non-binary construction of belonging across
places, based on the access an individual has to constellations of resources different
places offer. The analysis shows that narratives of belonging among young people from
Crimea revolve around resource categories that include economic resources,
emotional resources, resources that reconcile multiple identities, and ontological
security resources. This study moves beyond analysis of identities as linked to nation-
building in the post-Soviet space, focusing on categories of ‘place’ emerging from the
perspectives of study participants.

Ensuring the safety of children at school is a responsibility that belongs to everyone,
including law enforcement, school staff, mental health practitioners, government
officials, and members of the general public. To aid in these efforts, the U.S. Secret
Service National Threat Assessment Center (NTAC) studied 41 incidents of targeted
school violence that occurred at K-12 schools in the United States from 2008 to 2017. This
report builds on 20 years of NTAC research and guidance in the field of threat
assessment by offering an in-depth analysis of the motives, behaviors, and situational
factors of the attackers, as well as the tactics, resolutions, and other operationally-
relevant details of the attacks. The analysis suggests that many of these tragedies could
have been prevented, and supports the importance of schools establishing
comprehensive targeted violence prevention programs as recommended by the
Secret Service in Enhancing School Safety Using a Threat Assessment Model: An
Operational Guide for Preventing Targeted School Violence.1 This approach is intended
to identify students of concern, assess their risk for engaging in violence or other harmful
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activities, and implement intervention strategies to manage that risk. The threshold for
intervention should be low, so that schools can identify students in distress before their
behavior escalates to the level of eliciting concerns about safety. Because most of
these attacks ended very quickly, law enforcement rarely had the opportunity to
intervene before serious harm was caused to students or staff. Additionally, many of the
schools that experienced these tragedies had implemented physical security measures
(e.g., cameras, school resource officers, lockdown procedures). Prevention is key.

Based on victimization surveys conducted on the university campuses of the city of
Marseille, this article reveals the nature of the facts of delinquency and incivility as
perceived by users, showing that they differ according to the urban location of these
particular educational spaces. The results of the survey make it possible to highlight the
prevalence of victimization and the profile of victims, but also to give a measure of the
feeling of insecurity in an institution that welcomes a significant proportion of young
people. This presentation proposes to fill a scientific gap in knowledge of the student
world at a time when the issues of securing these public places are the subject of much
debate.

The hundreds of paragraphs of transcript were finally clustered around
fourteen key enabling factors of effective entrepreneurial environments, which served
as the basis for a pilot online survey with key stakeholders. Based on the conceptual
and empirical analysis, the study found three Strategic Enablers, eight Pedagogical
Enablers and three Operational Enablers for effectively developing entrepreneurial
intent among higher education students. These enablers form the basis for a three-
dimensional evaluation framework to investigate the perceived effectiveness of
entrepreneurship programs

This study employed a propensity score matching approach to data from
the Study of Instructional Improvement, a longitudinal study of the design,
implementation, and instructional effectiveness of three widely-adopted
comprehensive school reform models including Accelerated Schools. This quasi-
experimental approach permitted the isolation of ASP’s effect on growth in teacher-
teacher relational trust over time while controlling for implementation depth across the
54 schools and 1561 teachers in the sample. Analysis revealed a robust treatment effect
of the ASP model on growth in teacher-teacher relational trust over time. Several
components of the informal control process also produced positive change in teacher-
teacher trust growth over time, including critical dialogue, innovation and risk-taking,
and collective responsibility.

This paper introduces a new approach to measurement using existing public data, and
applies it to build a management index covering 15,000 schools across 65 countries,
and another index covering nearly all public schools in Brazil. Both indices show a
strong, positive relationship between school management and student learning. The
paper then develops a simple model that formalizes the intuition that strong
management practices might be driving learning gains via incentive and selection
effects among teachers, students and parents. The paper shows that the predictions of
this model hold in public data for Latin America, and draws out implications for policy.

(primary/secondary school). Teachers’ involvement in activities for the production of
research was less extensive, whilst statistical associations with the specific background
variables were not traced. On the basis of the findings, recommendations for the
transition towards research-oriented teachers are discussed in terms of developing
research knowledge, skills and attitudes and providing supportive measures to schools.

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emotions during a school inspection visit. In this study, we examined the presence of
teachers’ emotions with regard to different moments during the actual school visit.
Additionally, we explored teachers’ cognitive responses associated with the
experience of these emotions. Survey data from 316 teachers in 42 primary schools is
analyzed using multilevel analyses. Findings show that emotions of joy were most
frequently reported with regard to the three moments. Emotions of anger and sadness
were reported to a lesser extent. Findings showed that friendly, constructive and
transparent communication between both parties is important for teachers’ experience
of positive emotions.

The need
for teachers across the United States is anticipated to increase as a result of turnover.
Specifically, this research analyzed the existing data in the three districts, regarding
teacher preparation routes, teacher performance, teacher retention rates, and the
effect the teacher preparation program have on student achievement. This study
includes survey data from the administrators to evaluate the perceived preparation of
alternative certified teachers based on teacher observation. In order to examine the
administrators’ perceptions of alternative certification routes, online surveys were
conducted using nine administrators that observed teachers who went through an
alternative certification route.

We documented overall positive
employment outcomes. Students earned a higher hourly wage (Hypothesis 1),
improved their work status (Hypothesis 2), and improved their work term (Hypothesis 3)
after their schooling compared to before their schooling, whether or not the student
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earned a degree or certificate. We also documented that wage increases were
positively related to the degree to which participants’ job is related to their field of
study. These results are consistent with the intended industry-specific curriculum of CTE
programs: California Community College students receive positive employment
outcomes from the training they receive in their CTE program.

Results from 156 university students indicate that the task requiring analysis of data in a
spreadsheet application was significantly more difficult than the task requiring
information literacy to make edits in a word processor application. These types of tasks
offer more authentic ways for students to engage with digital technology during the
assessment of their digital literacy. This study highlights the potential of Google Apps
Scripts for developing and delivering tasks in performance-based assessments of
students’ digital literacy.

Due to the limited amount of teachers and costs associated,
personalized one-to-one learning is not generally feasible from a societal point of view.
Breakthroughs in the field of machine learning offer promising avenues to aid in
personalized learning. Al may hence be the « holy grail » in unlocking the potential of
one-to-one learning, by enabling applications to offer personalized teaching to each
individual student. We assess the potential impact of Al in personalized learning from a
socio-technical perspective. Therefore, we investigate the technological possibilities, as
well as any aspects that may impact adoption, e.g. legal, societal and ethical. To
conclude we formulate policy options that can stimulate the adoption of Al-driven
personalized learning applications.

The findings also indicated that, despite variability,
students’ engagement with the activities involved identity exploration and
development in many cases. This illustrates the potential of identity-based pedagogy to
promote desirable identity change, motivation, and learning in developmental writing
courses.

The present multiple case study was conducted at two elementary schools serving
kindergarten through fifth grade students in a Texas public school district. This study
described the campus level systems to support teachers in their implementation of
Response to Intervention (Rtl). The purpose of this study was to determine teachers’
perceived self-efficacy in implementing each component of the Rtl model and to
explore the possible effects it may have on student outcomes. The district installed
several structures to ensure the successful implementation of the Rtl model: daily
dedicated intervention time, elementary intervention meetings, district-wide personnel
to support the campus implementation of the Rtl model, and clear guidance regarding
data collection and use. The teachers who participated in the study indicated that the
structures contributed to their perceived self-efficacy about the Rtl process and their
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ability to implement the model successfully. Teachers expressed very high perceived
self-efficacy in improving student outcomes through the Rtl model. They were
knowledgeable about the components of the Rtl model and how they should be used
to benefit struggling students. Evaluation of teacher interviews revealed that all
teachers relied on data to implement the model and determine student needs. One-
third of the teachers expressed doubts in the accuracy of the assessments in identifying
student needs, yet they did not abandon the process. They credited their participation
in data meetings with their fidelity to the Rtl model. Teachers identified multiple supports
specific to the district that positively affected their perceived self-efficacy. The
researcher did not determine how teacher self-efficacy affected student outcomes
due to limited findings. The researcher recommended further qualitative research to
explore how collective efficacy affects the academic outcomes of students receiving
intervention.

We examine the effect of the expansion of charter schools on socioeconomic
segregation in American public education. Using a district-level panel data set from
1998 to 2015, we describe and model changes in within-district segregation of low-
income students, proxied by free-lunch eligibility (FLE). We show that the segregation of
FLE students from non-FLE students increased by about 15% in large school districts and
find that charter school penetration and growth played a role in increasing
socioeconomic segregation within districts. We estimate that a one standard deviation
increase in charter enroliment rates increases the dissimilarity index in a district by 6% of
a standard deviation. Although this impact is modest, we do find that segregation is
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more pervasive in the charter sector. So, continued growth of charter schools could
exacerbate socioeconomic segregation.

Charter school advocates argue that decoupling school assignment
from intensely segregated residential neighborhoods should have a net positive impact
on school integration. Charter school critics, however, are concerned that choice
could increase racial and ethnic stratification. In this study, we provide the first
nationally comprehensive examination of charter schooleffectson school segregation
using longitudinal data on public school enrollment by grade level and race or
ethnicity. We identify the causal charter school effectson segregation exploiting
between-grade-level variation in the dynamics of charter school enrollment share
within a school district in a given year from1998 to 2015. We find that charter schools
increase the segregation of black, Hispanic, and white students in school districts. The
magnitude of the estimated effect is modest, implying that segregation would fall
5percent ifcharter schools were eliminatedfrom the average district in our sample.
Average treatment effect estimates mask considerable heterogeneity across states
and by district type. The segregative effect of charterschools is greater in urban districts
with high sharesof black and Hispanicstudents and in suburban districts with low black
and Hispanicrepresentation.

Por un lado, una marcada expansidon en tres sentidos: el
incremento sostenido de la matricula; la multiplicacidon de las instituciones; y el
crecimiento y la diversificacion de las carreras, los niveles y los titulos que se ofrecen
entre el pregrado y el posgrado.

Employing a mixed methods approach, involving discourse
analysis of key policy documents enacted over the past two decades, an online survey
of ICT project coordinators under the Lifelong Learning Programme, and interviews with
policy officers at the European Commission, the study reinforces the structure and utility
of the EDEA for ICT diffusion in education. It argues for its formal acknowledgment as a
political priority and key policy area enforceable through instruments similar to those
existing under the Bologna Process for a coherent, concerted and strategic approach
to digital education at EU level.

This paper reviews recent empirical literature on policy drivers of two educational
outcomes - years of schooling and rates of return - that form the OECD’s aggregate
measure of human capital. The paper sets the literature findings into the context of
current educational polices in place in OECD countries. While much of the empirical
results are mixed, depend on country and time coverage as well as estimation
methods, the review identifies the following policies most likely to promote better
educational outcomes: quality pre-primary education, quality teaching, accountability
and autonomy of teaching institutions, comprehensive lower secondary education and
availability of individual financing for the pursuit of higher education.

Quality assurance in higher education has developed and has been totally reformed in
the last decades. In particular, in Italy the AVA system (Autovalutazione, Valutazione e
Accreditamento, in English self-evaluation, evaluation and accreditation) was used in
2016 to verify the performance of 118 randomly selected university study programmes
(SPs). This study investigated the relationship between quality performance (AVA
evaluation) and discipline areas with the aim of understanding the ‘quality mechanism’
thus determining whether some disciplines perform better in quality assurance
processes. A strong correlation between technical/engineering SPs and good quality
assurance results was found, probably because quality expertise is particularly
developed in these disciplines. The creation, for each university of an expert’s unit
constituted by professionals with a technical/engineering mentality to monitor and
improve quality, is therefore recommended.

Gary B. v. Snyder, a federal class action lawsuit originally filed in September 2016, is one
of the most recent and high-profile entrants into the line of cases involving large-scale
education reform. In this case, seven students from traditional public schools and
charter schools in Detroit sued various Michigan state officials, arguing that the U.S.
Constitution includes a fundamental right of access to literacy and that the state had
denied them this right. Although the federal trial court in Detroit that initially heard the
case found that students were not denied their right of access to literacy by the state,
the plaintiffs appealed the case, and it is now being considered in the Sixth Circuit
Court of Appeals. Given the difficulties that have historically emerged with court-driven
education reform, we examine the opportunities and challenges inherent in Gary B. to
provide insight into the prospects of Gary B. and similar cases to effectively promote
educational improvement. Grounded in this examination, we also present an argument
for the utility of a new model for education litigation. We specifically argue that courts
acting as agenda setters and working in concert with stakeholders to tailor reform to
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ground-level conditions is a model that is highly compatible with contemporary
education research on effective models of systemic improvement. A court-mandated
agenda for educational improvement must be structured in a way that engages
stakeholder groups in implementation efforts precisely because improvement naturally
involves dynamic, contextual conditions that cannot be completely accounted for in
advance.

In our paper, we would like to compare the higher education admission systems of two
neighboring Central European countries, those of Hungary and Slovakia. We found this
comparison particularly interesting because, in Slovakia, most universities admit
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applicants without an entrance exam, based on their grades from high school
(sometimes even without taking into account school leaving exam results). Universities
define their admission re-quirements themselves and make decisions on which of the
applicants they wish to give an opportunity to locally. There are no central quotas
defined. A given student who applies to 3 universities might get 3 different results in the
respective application processes and theoret-ically can parallelly get accepted by
several institutions. In such a case, in Slovakia, the stu-dent concerned must make the
decision where to study in the possession of the exact infor-mation about his choices.In
contrast, Hungary has a centralized admission system under which high school students
are admitted to the higher education system via a transparent points system. The
number of points is calculated based on study points (a maximum of 200 points), school
leaving exam points (a maximum of 200 points) and additional points (a maximum of
100 points). Under this system, students must define which institution they would prefer
as early as the time of application; if they are accepted, they cannot change the
priorities afterwards.We were seeking to find out what differences arise in the number of
students accepted into a university as a result of the application of these two systems.
To find out, we have assessed data from the given academic years about the number
of students who finished high school and the number of those who were accepted into
one of the higher education institutions. We used data from the Central Statistical
Office (Hungary), the Ministry of Education (Slo-vakia) and Eurostat.

In the U.S. educational system of higher education, community colleges are positioned
as the institutions of access, with student financial aid as the primary policy lever to
drive student enrollment. However, completion rates at community colleges are the
lowest of all institution types, and financial aid has not been adequate to provide full
access to students most in need, who are disproportionately students of color. In light of
this challenge, this study addresses the research question: How does the social field of
color-blind racism function within financial aid processes and resources at a community
college’s suburban campus and urban campus? Utilizing case study methodology,
data was gathered via brief interviews, participant observation, and in-depth interviews
with students and financial aid staff. Findings reveal that resource allocation and
student and staff perceptions reflected a social field of color-blind racist ideology. The
under-resourcing and racist perceptions of the urban campus contribute to a
perpetuation of White privilege, a devaluing of the urban campus students and staff,
and continued barriers to the educational goals of students of color.

Emerging research suggests that planners and policy makers should explore the
expanded role Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) plays in promoting innovation and
economic growth. TOD station characteristics including accessibility, walkability,
density, and mixed uses may create environments beneficial for creative and
knowledge industries. However, the evidence linking place to productivity, as
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measured by firm sales volume is lacking. Using cluster analysis and Propensity Score
Matching for national-level data, this research tests these relationships. Findings indicate
that firms located in dense, mixed use, and walkable TODs with higher levels of activity
experience increased sales. Hence, TOD and knowledge-based economic
development strategies should be planned in tandem to maximize outcomes.

This article examines current practices in the University of Corte (France) designed to
boost entrepreneurial intent among its students. Based on years of experience by key
university practitioners, the article proposes a framework for evaluating the perceived
effectiveness of entrepreneurial programs in higher education institutions. We
conducted qualitative interviews with experts to collect empirical evidence about the
perceived effectiveness of initiatives in developing entrepreneurial intent at Corte
University. Lexical analysis is applied to understand certain nuances of the discourse of
the interviewees. The hundreds of paragraphs of transcript were finally clustered around
fourteen key enabling factors of effective entrepreneurial environments, which served
as the basis for a pilot online survey with key stakeholders. Based on the conceptual
and empirical analysis, the study found three Strategic Enablers, eight Pedagogical
Enablers and three Operational Enablers for effectively developing entrepreneurial
intent among higher education students. These enablers form the basis for a three-
dimensional evaluation framework to investigate the perceived effectiveness of

The results of t-tests
indicated that teachers at the high-achieving school compared to teachers at the low-
achieving school provided more praise and more verification, directive, and
scaffolding feedback but less criticism. Students at the high-achieving school reported
using more SRL strategies and having greater motivation in mathematics than those at
the low-achieving school. Two-group structural equation modelling indicated that
merely verification feedback and teacher’s praise had positive relationships with high-
achieving school students’ SRL, whereas scaffolding feedback, teacher’s praise, and
criticism had positive relationships with low-achieving school students’ SRL. Particularly,
directive feedback had more negative correlations with students’ SRL at the low-
achieving school than at the high-achieving school.

learning which is considered a subset of AFL) less frequently. Our data also shows that
teachers who put one assessment concept into practice tended to utilize the other
concepts. Finally, a small but notable number of teachers surveyed reported sometimes
or never implementing AFL, AOL, and ACC in class.

New learning approaches are now required to meet changing needs and develop
appropriate skills and capabillities, often addressed as 21st century skills. In the last
decade, design thinking has gained in popularity in higher education. This article
describes the design thinking approach, its principles and models, various design
thinking tools and their application in pedagogy. It presents the findings of an
international study evaluating the creation and implementation of a culture-based
blended-learning course for adult learners who are developing their 21st century skills
by applying innovative teaching/learning methodologies, such as case studies,
webquests and design thinking tools. Two hundred and twenty-seven learners
participated in the course and responded to a questionnaire to evaluate the learning
platform, the English course developed, the teaching/learning methodologies applied
and the development of their 21st century skills applying innovative learning tools. The
findings highlight the benefits of the design thinking approach to skills development and
point to the impact of the course content and layout and certain design thinking tools
applied in developing 21st century skills.

Previous research point to difficulties for teachers to interpret reading assessment data
with regard to instructional decisions. This study explored Swedish primary teachers’ use
of assessments and recommendations, in order to be able to target individual needs.
Eight teachers participated in a reading program and were interviewed in focus-group
meetings. The analysis of teacher narratives stemming from assessment use resulted in
three themes: Awareness of student learning, Changes in the organization of teaching,
but not regarding individualized content and Strengthened teacher role, but modest
professional growth. The themes indicated that the teachers had become aware of
their students’ learning, had employed teaching based on informed decisions, and
showed initial professional growth. However, the assessment details and the
recommendations allowed for more adjustments than was evident in the teachers’
narratives. The results point to the relative difficulty of targeting individual needs in the
general classroom education, and to the challenges of changing teaching practices.

Additionally, these
teachers received professional development (PD) training and a guiding manual on
how to translate these data into structured, explicit reading strategy instruction.
Teachers in the control condition were only provided with basic data. We investigated
teachers’ personal experiences through micro-level analysis of qualitative interview
data. Our results show that teachers in the experimental condition improved the
variation of their strategy instruction and used modelling behaviour more often after the
PD training.

Teacher evaluation systems often include classroom observations in which raters use
rating scales to evaluate teachers’ effectiveness. Recently, researchers have promoted
the use of multifaceted approaches to investigating reliability using Generalizability
theory, instead of rater reliability statistics. Generalizability theory allows analysts to
quantify the contribution of multiple sources of variance (e.g., raters and tasks) to
measurement error. We used data from a teacher evaluation system to illustrate
another multifaceted approach that provides additional indicators of the quality of
observational systems. We show how analysts can use Many-Facet Rasch models to
identify and control for differences in rater severity, identify idiosyncratic ratings
associated with various facets, and evaluate rating scale functioning. We discuss
implications for research and practice in teacher evaluation.

Using longitudinal data from 2005 to 2015 for Argentina, Brazil, and
Mexico, this paper explores the effect of a negative household income shock on the
enrollment status of youth ages 15-25. The findings suggest that negative income
shocks significantly increase the relative risk of students exiting upper secondary and
tertiary education in Argentina and Brazil, but not in Mexico. For the three countries, the
analysis finds evidence that youth who exit school due to a household income shock
have worse employment outcomes than similar youth who exit without a household
income shock. Differences in labor markets and safety net programs likely play an
important role in the decision to exit school as well as the employment outcomes of
those who exit across these three countries.

Six variables
associated with the construct of students’ perceptions of assessment quality are
distinguished: 1) effects of assessment on learning, 2) fairness of assessment, 3)
conditions of assessment, 4) interpretation of test scores, 5) authenticity of assessment,
and 6) credibility of assessment. 204 higher education students completed the
Students’ Perceptions of Assessment Quality Questionnaire (SPAQQ), and the
Approaches to Learning and Studying Inventory (ALSI), and the students’ learning
outcomes (grades) were obtained. Firstly, results indicate that the students’ perceptions
of the effects of assessment on learning are positively related to the students’ deep
learning approach and the strategic learning approach and negatively related to the
surface learning approach. Secondly, the students’ perceptions of the conditions of
assessment are positively related to their learning outcomes of the assessments.

A theoretical framework is
composed of Bloom’s taxonomy, English-medium instruction (EMI) and technology
adaptation. Four different types of instructions were designed, three were flipped and
one acts as a control. We investigate both quantitative and qualitative aspects of the
pedagogy. Quantitative analysis indicates a statistically significant difference in the
exam scores between fully-flipped and single-topic flipped instruction as determined by
one-way ANOVA (F(3, 306)=2.67, p=0.0477) with a small practical significance of the
effect size (N2=0.0255). Qualitative findings suggest that although students’
engagement and communication with instructors have been enhanced, some
challenges related to language and culture, along with minimizing competition and
learning about a new technological tool persist.
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
